	Build a Superhero Game (addition version)
	Topic Theme:
	Superheroes

	The Activity:

	· Before you begin the activity, cut each superhero into 6 numbered cards. You may choose to laminate the cards before you play the game.

· The aim of the game is to build and collect superheroes (1 colour per child). The winner is the person with the most completed superheroes.

· To begin collecting a superhero, you must roll a number 1. You can then collect card number 1.

· You must collect the pieces in number order from 1 to 6. For example, if you have card 1, you need to roll a 2 next and collect card 2.
· You roll 2 dice. Once you have rolled, you can choose either one of the numbers rolled, or to add the two numbers you have rolled together, e.g. if you roll a 2 and a 3 you could choose a card numbered 2, 3, or 5.

· If you roll a double you can roll again.

· If you roll a double 6 you can build a whole superhero!
· If you roll a double 1 you can start 2 superheroes.
· Roll a 1 to start each new superhero.

· The winner is the player with the most completed superheroes at the end of the game.
· The children may need help taking turns, and waiting for their go.

· They may also need to be supported in counting the dot on the dice and matching them to the numeral on the cards.

· Children may need help adding two numbers together. You may wish to use your fingers to help the children make a total.
· Some children may make comparisons between the number of dots of their dice, saying which dice has more or fewer dots on it. They may also be able to identify when they have rolled a double as the dice will have the same pattern of dots.
